Operation Stonegarden (OPSG)
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State Homeland Security Program (SHSP)
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Å Provides funds to build, sustain and deliver the capabilities necessary to 
prevent, prepare for, protect against and respond to acts of terrorism and 
build capabilities at the State and local levels and to implement the goals 
and objectives included in the State Homeland Security Strategy

Å Funding must be spent in accordance with the National Priority Areas 
and all projects submitted MUST have a nexus to terrorism
