Building Resilience Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC) FY2024 and FY2025 Fact Sheet
Program Description
BRIC FY2024-25 funding prioritizes infrastructure and construction projects that deliver immediate, measurable risk reduction to public infrastructure and communities vulnerable to natural hazards, primarily focusing on projects ready for implementation and incentivizing the adoption / enforcement of the latest published editions of hazard resistant building codes. 
Key Changes Impacting Subapplicants (as compared to the BRIC FY24 Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO))
· Local Hazard Mitigation Plan updates are not eligible.
· Project Scoping is not eligible unless it directly supports an infrastructure project. 
· Phased projects are not eligible (projects must have, at minimum, conceptual design). 
· Scoring rubric favors shovel-ready infrastructure projects and subapplicants that have never been chosen in the BRIC National Competition; removes prioritization criteria related to climate change and nature-based solutions.
· National Competition value cap decreased to a max $20,000,000 federal share per project. 
Please note: if you previously applied under the BRIC FY24 NOFO, DHSES will not be able to use your previously submitted subapplication. You will need to re-apply during the open application period, for any projects previously submitted, and/or any new projects identified as appropriate.
Allowable Project Types
Capability- and Capacity-Building Activities
Capability and capacity-building activities that are directly tied to infrastructure projects such as building code adoption/enforcement, related technical training and project scoping activities. 
Hazard Mitigation Plan development or updates, and project scoping activities not directly supporting a specific infrastructure project are not eligible under BRIC. 
Hazard Mitigation Projects
Cost-effective infrastructure and construction projects designed to increase resilience and public safety; reduce injuries and loss of life; and reduce damage and destruction to property, critical services, facilities, and infrastructure (including natural systems) from a multitude of natural hazards. Projects must have, at a minimum, a conceptual design; phased projects are not eligible. 
DISCLAIMER: This fact sheet highlights substantial programmatic changes; however, it does not cover every change included in the NOFO. Significant changes to the terms and conditions of the NOFO have occurred and should be carefully reviewed before applying.
